Minutes of the July 2thth, 2008 Meeting

Phil noted that he has DVD copies of the New Jersey Traffic Incident Management Diversion Route Plan for Bergen, Essex, Morris, Passaic & Sussex Counties provided by Ian Bell and asked everyone who wanted one to pick it up before leaving.
Craig Babcock gave the Secretary’s Report asking if there were any corrections or additions to the June minutes.  There were not.  He also mentioned that he had been contacted by Rich Heimbach who wanted to remind everyone that we have not yet recommended anyone for Inspector of the Year or Fire Company of the Year. Also we are not receiving notification from the State Association of meetings or minutes of past meetings.

Deale Carey from the State Forest Fire Service stated that all the watch towers are up due to the extended dry spell.  We need at least two weeks of rain to alleviate the current conditions. Tom McIntyre distributed copies of Rule Adoptions from the Division 40 N.J.R. 2684(a) Adopted Amendment N.J.A.C. 5:75-1.5 Adopted New Rules: N.J.A.C. 5:75-2.5 through 2.10.
He also warned that under the new rules their will be no check by the State prior to an investigation.  Keep you records current and have your ducks in a row all facing the same direction.
